Proposals for Papers must follow the guidelines presented in this model. Papers should present the format required by supplied TEMPLATE, according to the Editorial Office. The text should range between 25,000 and 35,000 characters, excluding spaces.
Papers must be in doc. format only and should not exceed the size of 3MB. No other formats will be accepted. If the Paper is accepted for publication after revisions, the final version should also be sent in the same format.
The INTRODUCTION should address broadly and objectively the reasons, meanings and general objectives of the paper, providing the reader with a brief interpretation of what will be found in the following chapters. References to authors and subjects should be made ​​in footnotes
. All authors and excerpts from books, magazines or articles shall be indicated in the REFERENCES section at the end of the article.
The text should be written in Calibri 11 font, regular style, justified paragraph, indented 1 cm to the left, single spaced, with tabulation of 6 pts. before and 6pts. after and without any formatting except italics and bold for emphasis on special words.
Quotations included in paragraphs (i.e., those equal to or less than three lines) should appear "under quotation marks" and regular source (NOT USING ITALICS), followed by its reference (Author's surname, year of publication, page number) according to NBR 10520/2002.
Long literal quotations (more than three lines) should be detached from the text, with normal Calibri font, size 10 (a minor point), justified paragraph with an indent of 3 cm from the left edge of the sheet, single spaced and with 12pts. before and after paragraphs.
After quotations, the text must continue in Calibri 11 font, regular style, justified paragraph, indented 1 cm to the left, tab 6 pts. before and after, without any other kind of formatting, as indicated above. 
Illustrations, tables, charts, graphs, drawings and / or photographs, designated as FIGURES in the article, should be numbered and placed in sequential order, up to the number of 10  inserted images. It is requested that the final file size is obeyed (3MB). Every image should appear close to its reference in the text with a corresponding number of the figure in brackets [1]. All illustrations should be incorporated into format "jpg" or "tif", resolution of 150 to 200 dpi.
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FIGURE 1 - figures should be presented centered. The explanatory text should be Calibri 9, centered, 12 pts. before and 6 pts. after each paragraph. Titles and captions should be typed under the correspondent figure.
Sources (AUTHOR, year of publication, page number or virtual address) must be indicated in a new paragraph inserted in the same cell of the title, 0 pt. before and 6 pts. after.
Subtitles – level 1 [Calibri 12 font, bold, justified, single spacing, 18 pts. before and 6 pts. after paragraphs]
All subsequent passages (as many as needed) should be written in Calibri 11 font, regular style, justified paragraph, indented 1 cm to the left, single spaced, with tabulation of 6 pts. before and after, without any formatting except italics and bold for special words. All rules applied to this subtitle shall be used in the subsequent ones.
References to authors are still in the system "SURNAME, year, page" (ALVAREZ, 2002, p.34) or (VIEIRA, 1996, p.23-45), according to NBR 6023/2002. References that use PAPERS/ARTICLES mentioned by others should include the system “SURNAME apud SURNAME, year, page" as in (VIEIRA apud SOBRAL, 2005, p.2).
Subtitles are not to be numbered, but we encourage flexibility and creativity in nomenclature,​according to the subject of the articles. When there is a need to use more than one level of headings, these should be made in two consecutive levels, AT THE MOST, as follows:
Sequential subtitles – level 2 [Calibri 11 font, bold, justified, single spacing, indented 1 cm to the left,  18 pts. before and 6 pts. after paragraphs]
The text follows the same rules applied for formatting the previous subtitles, as well as the composition of footnotes, quotes or the inclusion of images. They Should be written in Calibri 11 font, regular style, justified paragraph, indented 1 cm to the left, single spaced, with tabulation of 6 pts. before and after, without any formatting except italics and bold for special words. Sequential subtitles – level 3 [Calibri 11 font, bold, justified, single spacing, indented 1,5 cm to the left,  18 pts. before and 6 pts. after paragraphs]
